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(7) On the day they enter elementary school, children are carefully checked for delays in
reading and writing.

(1) “Special teachers” usually do not have their own class to teach in a school.

() Classroom teachers must write down the help they give to struggling students.

(x) Classroom teachers must give students additional support before requesting a special
teacher.

) A “special teacher” will provide a special plan for the student who needs reading and

writing support.
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
