graduated, or are expected to graduate by the end of March 2026, from a college or
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university in Japan.

(b) Persons who have completed 12 years of school education in a foreign country and
have been awarded, or are expected to be awarded by the end of March 2026, a
bachelor’s degree by National Institution for Academic Degrees and Quality
Enhancement of Higher Education (NIAD-QE) in Japan.

(¢) Persons who have completed, or are expected to complete by the end of March 2026,
16 years of school curriculum of a foreign country by taking a correspondence course of
that country in Japan.

(d) Persons who have completed, or are expected to complete by the end of March 2026,

16 years of school education or the equivalent in a foreign country.

(e) Persons who have completed 12 years of school education in a foreign country and will
be at least 22 years of age by March 2026, as well as are recognized through screening
of admission eligibility by the Graduate School of Engineering, Oita University as
having academic ability equivalent to or higher than that of a person who has a
bachelor’s degree.

(f) Persons who are recognized by the Graduate School of Engineering, Oita University
as having academic ability equivalent to or higher than that of a person who has a
bachelor’s degree.

Notes:

1. The item (e) is aimed to enable graduates from junior college, national institute of
technology (KOSEN), specialized training college (SENSHU GAKKO) or miscellaneous
school (KAKUSHU GAKKO) to be recognized as having admission eligibility when they
pass the individual screening by the Graduate School of Engineering.

The percentage is 50% or
more for applicants for the Intelligent Mechanical Systems Program, Physics Program,
the Electrical and Electronic Engineering Program and the Architecture Program.
(b) Academic Background: Completion of 12 years of school education in a foreign country
and graduation, or expected graduation between April 1, 2025 and March 31, 2026,
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from a university in Japan.

Grade Condition: The percentage of subjects or credits with a score of 80 points or
more (out of 100) is 40% or more out of all completed subjects or acquired credits by
the end of the third year. The percentage is 50% or more for applicants for the
Intelligent Mechanical Systems Program, Physics Program, the Electrical and
Electronic Engineering Program and the Architecture Program.

(¢) Academic Background: Completion, or expected completion between April 1, 2025 and

March 31, 2026, of 16 years of school curriculum of a foreign country by taking a
correspondence course of that country in Japan.
Grade Condition: The percentage of subjects or credits with a score of 80 points or more
(out of 100) is 40% or more out of all completed subjects or acquired credits. The
percentage is 50% or more for applicants for the Intelligent Mechanical Systems
Program, Physics Program, the Electrical and Electronic Engineering Program and the
Architecture Program.

(d) Academic Background: Completion, or expected completion between April 1, 2025 and
March 31, 2026, of 16 years of school education in a foreign country.

Grade Condition: The percentage of subjects or credits with a score of 80 points or more
(out of 100) is 40% or more out of all completed subjects or acquired credits. The
percentage is 50% or more for applicants for the Intelligent Mechanical Systems Program,
Physics Program, the Electrical and Electronic Engineering Program and the
Architecture Program.

Note: Applicants of the Oral Exam Selection do not need to submit a Certificate of
English Proficiency, but when they apply for the Written Exam Selection after failing
the oral examination, they will need it.

Note 3. Foreign students supported by a scholarship from the Japanese Government are
exempt from the application fee.

Note 4. The Certificate can only be valid when officially stamped by the testing center. The
test must have been taken within two years as of the date of application. The
acceptable tests are: TOEIC®L&R (Listening & Reading Test), TOEIC®L&R IP
(Listening & Reading Test Institutional Program), TOEFL®iBT. Send the best score,
if taken more than one test. The group IP tests including “College TOEIC” are
acceptable only if the original score sheet is sent in. (The submitted original sheet
will be returned to the applicant together with the examination admission card.)

However, a score sheets of the Online TOEICRL&R IP (Listening & Reading Test
Institutional Program) will not be accepted.

5. Screening:
The method of admission screening is the written exam selection or the oral exam selection
for the first recruitment, and the written exam selection for the second recruitment.

2. Enrollment Procedure
The enrollment procedure is expected to take place in mid-March. Successful candidates will
receive a guide to school enrollment in mid-February. Those who will continue the current job
after admission are required to submit a letter of approval by their employer at the time of
enrollment procedure.

3. Entrance Procedure
(1) Documents to be Submitted
Each of the successful applicants is required to submit several documents including a
written guarantee, and to pay admission fees, etc. (For further details see the
“Admission Guidance Pamphlet” enclosed with an acceptance letter.)
(2) Payment of Fees

5. Those who apply for the admission fee exemptions or deferred payments and decline
admission after admission procedure must pay for admission fee without delay.

(2) Applicants are not to rewrite the contents of submitted documents after completing
application procedure.

(3) The application fee is not refundable in any case.

(4) If false descriptions are found out in the submitted documents, admission to the

university will be revoked at any time.

(5) Applicants are to enter their designated examination rooms by 15 minutes before their
first examination starts.

(6) Information regarding special considerations related to a natural disaster (concerning

application fee, etc.) shall be posted on the university website (https://www.oita-u.ac.jp/).

5. Childcare Support Subsidy
To support students in balancing childcare and academic work, Oita University will pay a
portion of the cost of childcare support services.

6. Other

Working adult students can take advantage of the Long-term Study System, where they can
complete their program by extending the study duration from the standard period of 2 years
up to 4 years. The tuition fees will be prorated according to the length of study years. The
application should be made at the time of enrollment procedure.

(1) Train:Take the JR Hohi Line from Oita Station for about 15minutes and get off at Oita-Daigaku-mae Station.

(2) Bus: Take a city bus for Dainandanchi at Oita Station Bus Terminal 3 and get off at Qita Daigaku (one way,
about 40 minutes) . Any bus hound for Saiki, Usuki, and Hetsugi is also available from the same bus
stop to Oita Daigaku Iriguchi (cne way, about 40 minutes) . The faculty of Science and Technology
(Rikogakubu) is a 15-minute walk from the bus stop vou get off.
